RESOLUTION NO. 1506

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE APPROVING THE BID
PROCESS; ACCEPTING THE LOWEST RESPONSIBLE BID; AWARDING A
CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT TO BILL BOOKER CONSTRUCTION, THE LOWEST
RESPONSIBLE BIDDER; VERIFYING FUND AVAILABILITY; FOR THE PROJECT
KNOWN AS LEVEL B WATERLINES PROJECT .

WHEREAS, the City approved a motion at a regular meeting in June, 1998, for the
1998/99 fiscal year, adopting an appropriation of $2,500,000 for the Level B Reservoir and
associated projects; and

WHEREAS, the Level B Waterlines project was duly advertised for competitive bids in
the Daily Journal of Commerce, a newspaper of general circulation; and

WHEREAS, twelve (12) sealed bids were received prior to 2 p.m., local time, August 26,
1998, at the Community Development Department, 8445 SW Elligsen Road, Wilsonville,
Oregon 97070. Bids were then opened individually and separately read aloud after 2 p.m., local
time, August 28, 1998. The design engineer’s recommendation and summary of bids is marked
“Exhibit A”, attached hereto and incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, the lowest bid by Skyline Equipment & Utilities is, upon recommendation
of the City Engineer, non-responsive due to a failure to acknowledge Addendum #1 as required
in the project bid specification, which addendum modified and added certain unit quantities
which when properly applied would have materially affected the bid; and
| WHEREAS, the second lowest bid by Bill Booker Construction is, upon recommendation
of the City Engineer, responsive and balanced, satisfactory in all respects; and

WHEREAS, Bill Booker Construction has confirmed their prices and willingness to
perform the work in a letter to the City Engineer, marked “Exhibit B”, attached hereto and
incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, in the public interest the City Council acting as the Local Contract Review
Board may exercise its rights to reject any bids and waive informalities as reserved in its Notice

To Bid; and
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WHEREAS, the City of Wilsonville desires to execute a Construction Contract
Agreement in a timely manner.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE RESOLVES AS FOLLOWS:

1. The City Council acting as the Local Contract Review Board finds and concludes:

a. The recital of findings above are incorporated by reference herein.

b. The bid of Skyline Equipment & Utilities was materially affected by
failure to acknowledge Addendum #1 and is hereby deemed non-
responsive as recommended by the City Engineer.

c. The bid of Bill Booker Construction is deemed responsive. Bill Booker
Construction is the lowest responsible bidder and qualified for the work.

2. Subject to the final review and approval of the City Engineer and in accordance
with the provisions of Oregon Revised Statutes, Chapter 279, Public Bids and Contracting and
Wilsonville Code 2.3.14, Contracts with the City, and the Attorney General’s Model Rules which
the City has adopted as its contracting rules; the City Council acting as the Contract Review
Board hereby awards the contract for the Level B Waterlines project to Bill Booker Construction,
the lowest responsible bidder, in the amount of $497,510.10.

3. Subject to final completion of all improvements specified in the contract
documents and any supplementary‘ changes, the City Engineer is authorized to certify the
required improvements complete and make final payment including release of retainage.

4. The City Engineer is authorized to approve change orders to this contract so long

as total project costs do not exceed the budget amount.

5. Authorize the expenditure of project funds as budgeted or amended from:

Dear Mr. Stone:

The City of Wilsonville received sealed proposals for furnishing all material, labor and
equipment for the “B” Level Waterlines on Wednesday, August 26, 1998. Bids received prior to
2:00 p.m. were immediately thereafter opened and publicly read aloud. Twelve bids were
received. A copy of the Bid Tally is enclosed for your review.

Following opening of the bids and further review, it has been determined by Lee Engineering,
Inc. that the bid submitted by Skyline Equipment and Utilities was non-responsive. During the
bid opening we acknowledged that Skyline was pre-approved to bid and that the sealed bid
documents were submitted within the time specified, therefore the bid was deemed eligible for
award. However, after further review we found the potential for a material defect. Under
construction law, a bid that is non-responsive on its face may not be changed, corrected, or
explained by the bidder after bid opening. In making a responsive determination, the City of
Wilsonville may consider only the bid document itself and facts available at or prior to bid
opening.

A requirement of absolute conformity to the bid could deprive the public of significant financial
or material benefit in a low bid from a responsive contractor. To avoid this result, a distinction
must be made between material bid defects and immaterial bid defects. When the variation
between a submitted bid and the requirement of the bid solicitation is material or substantial, the
contracting agency (City of Wilsonville) has no choice but to declare the bid non-responsive and
to disregard it. A deviation that affects price, quantity, or quality of the proposal is regarded
material. -

In regards to the Skyline Equipment and Ultilities bid, the contractor failed to acknowledge
Addendum No. 1. In the Addendum we modified the bid schedule in a material way, and also
modified requirements for meter vaults and pressure reducing vaults that materially affected the
bid. Based on these findings, it is Lee Engineering, Inc.’s recommendation that the bid submitted
by Skyline Equipment and Utilities be found to be non-responsive and that their bid and bid bond
be returned.

We have contacted Skyline Equipment and Utilities with regard to our conclusions in
determining their bid to be non-responsive. They do not disagree with our opinion. In a personal
telephone conversation with Pat Balbi, President of Skyline Equipment, he concurs and indicates
that he will not challenge this conclusion if his bid bond is returned.

The apparent low bidder appears to be Bill Booker Construction. Their bid amount was
$497,510.10. The engineer’s estimate is $579,949.65. Bill Booker has been in the utility
contracting business for approximately 25 years and has successfully completed numerous utility
projects for which we have been the Engineer of Record. Based on past work experience,
successful completion of similar projects, and the capacity to meet bonding requirements, we
recommend that the contract be awarded to Bill Booker Construction in the amount of
$497,510.10.
