of the City in the sum of SIX HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($600,000)

for a term of twenty (20) years for the purpose of providing

fundS with which to purchase or drill, develop and equip three

or more new water wells, and purchase or construct and equip water

reservoirs, water pumping stations and water treatment plants and

purchase and install water mains and lines for improvement of the

water utility system, in and for the City of Wilsonville.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That there shall be only one polling

place, i.e., the Wilsonville Grade School, and the Clackamas

County Elections Department is directed to appoint a Chairman

and Clerks as an Election Board and to conduct said election,
