A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING A CONTRACT BETWEEN
THE CITY OF WILSONVILLE AND CLACKAMAS COUNTY FOR POLICE PROTECTION.

WHEREAS, the Council desires to provide adequate police
services, and the County of Clackamas has made a proposal for such
services and compensation for those services appear to be desirable
and reasonable; and

WHEREAS, funds for the current fiscal year for such services
has been budgeted; and

WHEREAS, the City presently does not have a police services
contract, and a contract for such services is necessary if a bi-
lateral agreement is to be made for such program;

BE IT RESOLVED, by the Wilsonville City Council that:

1. A contract between the City of Wilsonville and Clackamas
County is authorized for police services to the City according to
the terms and provisions of an "AGREEMENT", a copy of which is
attached hereto marked exhibit "A" for identification purposes
and by this reference and attachment is expressly made a part of
this Resolution.

2. The Mayor and City Recorder are authorized to execute and

deliver said agreement on behalf of the City of Wilsonville.

WITNESSETH: |

WHEREAS, City is desirous of contracting with County for the
performance of the hereinafter described law enforcement functions within its
boundaries by County through the Sheriff thereof; and '

wHEREAS, County is agreeable to rendering such services on the
terms and conditions hereinafter seé forth;

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE MUTUAL PROMISES:AND
COVENANTS HEREIN CONTAINED, IT IS MUTUALLY AGREED AS FOLLOWS, TO-WIT:

1. County agrees to provide police protection within the corporafe
limits of City to the extent and in the manner hereinafter set forth. The
police services shall encompass duties and enforcement functions of the type
coming within the jurisdiction of and customarily rendered by the Sheriff of
the County of Clackamas under the statutes of the State of Oregon. Such
serv1ces shall 1nc1ude thggghlnvolved in ‘the fleld of publlc safety, crim-
inal law enforcement, traffic enforcement, or related flelds within the
legal power of the Sheriff to so provide.

2. The rendition of such service, standards of‘pérformance, the
discipline of officers, and other matters incident to the performance of
such services and control of personnel so employed shall -xremain in County.

3. For the purpose of performing said functlons, County shall
furnish and supply all necessary labor,'supegvision, equipment, communioation‘
facilities and supplies necessary to maintain the level of services Eo
be rendered hercundar.

4. County hereby covenants and agrees to hold and save the City
and all of its officers, agents and emplovees harmless from . 'l claims what-
gancor that might arino agniast City, itg officerg, -agients or employees in
Lo perfor e of fhe daticer Bo be performed by the County, bg the terms
of the agre~indak.
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5. ’hty shall make available for t{@zcrformance of the

duties hereunder properly supervised officers, £or a minimum of. 18
hours per month and a maximum of . 20 hours pén,month, said hours

to be in addition thereto to those duties customarily performed by the
Sheriff uddet_the obligations and pto;isions of the State statutes which

he now'enforces.‘

’ a. The Sheriff shall provide patrol within City upon a mutually
agreed upon schedule to include every Friday and Saturday as a portion of . -
the J&g_hours mentioned above.

b. City shall designate in writing a representative or rep~
resentatives who would be authorized to request special or emergency patrols
or response by the Sheriff. ) ‘

6. All persons employed in the performance of such services and
functions pursuant to this agreement for City shall be County employees, and
no person employed hereunder shall have any City pensions, salary or any
status or rights under the provisions of City employment.

7. City shall not be called upon to assume #ny iiability for the
direct payment of any salaries, wages or other compensation t& any County .
personnel performing services hereunder‘for City, or any liability other than
that provided for iﬁ this agreement. Except as oéhérwise herein specified,
City shall not be liable for compensation or indemnity to any County employee
for any injury or sickness arising out of his employment.

8. County, its officers and employees, shall not be deemed to
have assumed any liability for acts of City, or of any officer, employee or
ajont thereof, and City hereby covenants and agrees to hold and save County
and all of its officers, agents and gmployees harmless from all claims
whatsoever that might arise against Couhty,‘its office?s: agents or employees,
by reason of any act of City, its officers, agents and employees. City
will secure and maintain throughout the term of this agreement comprehensive
liability insurance for City, its officers, employecs and agents in form and
amoﬁnt acceptable to County.

9. This agreement shall be effective from the 1lst  day of July

1977, and skall run through the 30th day of _ June , 1978, and therecafte

antil torminated as neicinafter peovided.  This contract shall pe gfonewad
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annually, in writing, prior to Lhe‘start of %he fisc;I year.

billing and accounting of services. Payment for said services are to be'hade

on a quarterly basis.
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11, éunty ghall notify, in writin- of any proposed rate
adjustment 30 days prior to the proposed adﬁ&étment.

12. It is mutually agreed that either party may cancel this
agreement for any willful failure or refusal on the part of the other party
to faithfully pe;form the contract agcording to its terms.

13, It is mutually agreed that in the event the parties t;
this agreement desire to terminate this contract after the 30th day of

June R 1978, they shall give the other party 30 days written

notice.
